Her mix of carefully sourced, predominantly Scandinavian, furniture is a treasure trove of top designs in an understated and enduring style; Shelley McNamara bears the proud honour of being the first architect to be appointed as a member of Aosdána, the exclusive affiliation of creative Irish artists. She established Grafton Architects along with Yvonne Farrell in 1977, and among her many projects is, most recently, the impressive Solstice Arts Centre, a shining modern addition to the Navan landscape. 

Hip Hotels: The Dylan, tucked into the leafy enclave that was formerly home to the Hibernian Hotel in Dublin 4 is a delicious homage to simply gorgeous design. The current vogue for comfortable grown-up style interiors that aren’t shy of print and colour has been embraced here with enthusiasm; The Ross in Killarney is a new addition to the mushrooming selection of boutique hotels opening up around the country. The design is a chocolate box of delights, with a fun, lively symphony of colour and pattern throughout.
